In Memoriam Professor Pei-Chi Chou

ACS Founding President Professor Pei-Chi
Chou passed away at his home in Pennsylvania
on February 13, 2014 due to heart failure at the
age of 89.

Professor Chou was born in 1924 in Hubei
Province, and in 1947 came to the United
States to study; receiving his Ph.D. from
Harvard University in Mechanical Engineering,
followed by a teaching post at Drexel
University in the department of Mechanical
Engineering. Professor Chou's remarkable
teaching abilities and dedication to the craft
first became apparent in 1960 when one of his
students became the first to graduate from Drexel with a

Ph.D.

Professor Chou became renowned for his commitment to teaching and research, and in addition, the

promotion of Chinese education in 1961, he created
the Philadelphia Chinese School, and in 1972
launched the establishment of the Chinese Schools
Association (the predecessor of ACS today). The
first annual meeting was held in 1974, and Prof.
Chou naturally became the first president of the
Chinese School Association. In 1994, the
Association of Chinese Schools joined the National
Council of Associations of Chinese Language
Schools (NCACLS).

Throughout multiple decades, Professor Chou was

dedicated to high standards in Chinese Education. His
many contributions and efforts led to the formation of the
Professor Chou Pei-Chi Foundation, which sponsors the
ACS Annual conference’s speech contest prizes. This
foundation to this day continues to provide poster prize
money, keeping the activities of our annual conference
lively, vibrant, and relevant today.

Professor Chou devoted his life to education and his
conviction to Chinese education evaluation and
accreditation remains ACS’s guiding purpose and
light. We cherish the memory of Professor Chou & his
important contributions. Today ACS hopes to continue
to strive to achieve according to his legacy.
