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Cornelius C. Kubler, Stanfield Professor of Asian Studies at Williams College, received his B.A., M.A., and Ph.D.
degrees in linguistics from Cornell University. He earned a second M.A. in Chinese literature from National
Taiwan University. From 1980-1991 he was employed at the Foreign Service Institute, U.S. Department of State,
where he served as Language Training Supervisor in Mandarin, Cantonese, Japanese, and Mongolian; as Principal
of the advanced Chinese field school in Taiwan; and as Chair of the Department of Asian and African Languages.
Since coming to Williams in 1991, he has chaired the former Department of Chinese and Asian Studies Program
as well as, for a total of 12 years, the Department of Asian Studies, which he was instrumental in founding. From
2014-16, he served as American Co-Director of the Johns Hopkins University-Nanjing University Center for
Chinese and American Studies in Nanjing. He has also served as visiting professor at Eisenhower College,
National Taiwan Normal University, Middlebury College, Chinese University of Hong Kong, Portland State
University, Washington University in St. Louis, Wenzao Ursuline University of Languages in Kaohsiung, and
University of International Business and Economics in Beijing. Kubler, who is author or coauthor of 31 books
and over 60 articles on Chinese language pedagogy and linguistics, frequently serves as reviewer or consultant
for Chinese and Asian Studies programs in the U.S. and overseas. He has served as Chair of the Test Development
Committee for the SAT Subject Test™ in Chinese and as member of the Executive Committee of the Association
of Departments of Foreign Languages of the Modern Language Association.

“My immigrant experience and how it has
influenced my leadership”

Superintendent Tommy Chang took over as leader of the
Boston Public Schools on July 1, 2015, succeeding retired
Interim Superintendent John P. McDonough. The Boston
School Committee in March 2015 selected Dr. Chang as the new superintendent from a field of four finalists,
awarding him a five-year contract — the longest of any in the country for the head of a large urban district. Nearly
three months before officially starting as superintendent, Dr. Chang arrived in Boston and embarked on a “Listen
and Learn Tour.” He and his transition team visited more than 30 schools across Boston and met with more than
1,500 community members.

The team’s work laid the foundation for BPS’s 100-Day Plan, which called for the creation of a “Culture of We”
— a concept that embraces greater collaboration and two-way communication between the district’s staff and the
students, families and community members BPS serves at 125 schools. Additionally, in 2016, Dr. Chang oversaw
the implementation of the district’s five-year Strategic Implementation Plan, titled, “Stronger Schools, Stronger
Boston: A Plan to Foster Equity, Coherence, and Innovation,” which represents a culmination of ideas and
thoughtful planning to implement best practices and effective systems to serve our students.

Under Dr. Chang’s leadership, the district operates under the three core values of equity, coherence, and
innovation, with a focus on fostering safe, welcoming, and sustaining learning environments for all students. He
continues to publicly stand up for the rights of students of all backgrounds, including immigrant and transgender
students.

Prior to joining the Boston Public Schools, Dr. Chang served as the local instructional superintendent of the
Intensive Support & Innovation Center (ISIC) at the Los Angeles Unified School District (LAUSD), where he
oversaw 135 schools and approximately 95,000 students.

A former biology teacher at Compton High School and a founding principal of a charter school in Venice, Calif.,
Dr. Chang previously served as special assistant to the superintendent of LAUSD.

A native of Taiwan who immigrated with his family to the U.S. at age six, Dr. Chang grew up in Los Angeles
and holds an Ed.D. in Educational Leadership from Loyola Marymount University, a M.Ed. from the Principals
Leadership Institute at the University of California Los Angeles (UCLA), a M.Ed. from the Teachers Education
Program at UCLA, and a bachelor’s degree from the University of Pennsylvania.

Ms Yeh was born in Taiwan and received her B.A. degree in History from Taiwan University and MA degree in
History from Taiwan Normal University. She came to US in 1991 and started teaching Chinese in 2002. Ms
Yeh has participated in Star talk and College Board workshops many times. In addition, she has won many
awards, including Best Blog Design Award in Hwa Yu World Blog Contest in 2009, Best Chinese Teacher
Award in ACS 2010, 2nd position in Digital Teaching Material Design in 2011. Ms Yeh is a frequent presenter
at ACTFL(America Council of The Teaching Foreign Languages), Mafla (Massachusetts Foreign Languages
Association) and ACS (Association of Chinese Schools), ICICE (The International Conference on Internet
Chinese Education) and TCLT(Technology and Chinese Language Teaching). Besides classroom teaching, Ms
Yeh is an active mentor for many Chinese teachers in digital teaching in Boston area. Ms Yeh served as
President of NECTA (New England Chinese Teachers Association) in 2011-13 and serves on the Board of
Massachusetts Foreign Language Association during 2013-2017. She serves as the Second Vice president for
Chinese Language Association of Secondary-Elementary Schools (CLASS) currently. She had organized
numerous workshops for local teachers including topics of Chinese pedagogy and technology integration. In
summer, she travels in East Coast to help teachers to implement technology in teaching Chinese as well. She
also had taught at Central Mass Chinese Language School in Westborough on Sundays for 15 years. Currently,
Ms Yeh teaches in Shrewsbury High School.
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1-2 Class Activities to Increase Student Engagement

The more students stay focused, the more they participate. The more they participate, the more
they learn. How to encourage students to be engaged in class is important. In this session, the
presenter will share her class activities and games especially designed for increasing students’
motivations and interests toward learning Chinese language. These activities are practiced
frequently in the presenter’s classes and got great feedback from her students. They can be used
in different proficiency levels. Participants will have opportunities to “play” the games in order
to get hands-on experience, know the ins and outs, and be ready to apply in class.

Sheng-Chu Lu has experience teaching Chinese for more than ten years. Ms. Lu is currently a
teacher at Pingree School where she has successfully doubled the enrollment of the Chinese
program in just a few years. Ms. Lu served as the President of New England Chinese Teacher
Association (NECTA) from 2015 to 2017 and organized workshops and professional
development opportunities for Chinese teachers. In addition, she has presented on topics related
to activities that increase students’ interests in Chinese language and culture at the Massachusetts
Foreign Language Association (MaFLA) in 2009 and 2015, and at NECTA in 2013. She
received the Massachusetts Chinese Teacher of the Year Award in 2017. She is currently a board
member at MaFLA.

ACTFL provides six Core Practices that guide teachers toward teaching language proficiency
rather than simply teaching about the target language. This session will start with an introduction
of six core practices, their ‘big grains’ ‘small grains,” and “teaching moves” and classroom
examples to illustrate how these six core practices look like in the Chinese classroom.

Curriculum and Assessment Development Committee, World Language Advisory Committee,
and Academy Assembly Committee for the College Board. She is the recipient of MaFLA’s
Distinguished Service Award; NECTFL’s Nelson H. Brooks Award for Outstanding Leadership
in the Profession and ACTFL’s Florence Steiner Award for Leadership in K-12 Foreign
Language Education.

Jingju Luogu . Jy| 483£, also known as Peking opera percussion music, is a highly formalized and pattern-based
theatrical percussive music not only used in Peking opera but also adopted by many Chinese traditional operatic
genres. Jingju Lougu ensemble consists of five core percussive instruments: danpigu (the single-skinned drum),
ban (the clappers), xiaoluo (the small gong), naobo (a pair of cymbals), and daluo (the big gong), played by four
musicians. As a pattern-based music, the musicians need to learn and memorize a number of percussion patterns
and play their basic, combinational, and variation forms following the direction of the drummer. When learning
the patterns, Peking opera musicians practice a special type of "oral notation” named luogujing 4&3t 5, an
onomatopoeic system that uses verbal syllables to represent different percussion sounds, playing techniques, and
musical expressions. This system has been developed by the Peking opera artists (both musicians and actors) not
only as a performance aid to substitute real percussion for rehearsal and informal performance, but also as a
special kind of "language" that can be used for daily conversation.

Interestingly, when reciting the luogujing, specific tones are also designated to different syllables in order to
express musical meaning as well as making the recitation become more fluent. To recite the luogujing, therefore,
can be viewed as a great means for language learner (or music learners) to not only experience how tones in
Chinese language work in context but also learn the close relationship between language and music in Chinese
culture. This presentation will lead the audience to explore the formation and fundamental concepts of the music,
learn how to recite the luogujing, and finally play some percussion patterns. It will provide an enjoyable, inspiring,
and hands-on experience, and bring the participants different perspectives of how to introduce language ideas
through musiking.

Po-Wei Weng (M.A., Musicology, National Taiwan University; M.A. & Ph.D. candidate, Ethnomusicology,
Wesleyan University) currently serves as International Student Advisor and Mandarin Faculty at the Cambridge
School of Weston. Deriving from his professional training in Peking opera and Chinese traditional music, his
research focuses primarily on East Asian instrumental and theatrical genres and their techno-mediated
representations in contemporary popular culture forms, such as martial arts films and Pili Puppetry. Prior to his
recent shift to K-12 education, Po-Wei taught ethnomusicology and world music courses at several universities
in the U.S. and Taiwan, such as Central Connecticut State University, Mount Holyoke College, and Wesleyan
University. Besides teaching and international program administration, Po-Wei is a frequent presenter of Peking
opera (particularly percussion music) at many universities and organizations in North America.
